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Extra-galactic and galactic sources of H.E. neutrinos:

Open questions
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The main goals of high-energy neutrino astronomy are to identify the sources of high-energy cosmic rays,

particularly ultra-high-energy ones, and to provide information on the acceleration process and constraints

on models of high-energy astronomical objects. The detection of high-energy astronomical neutrinos demon-

strates the potential for achieving these goals. I will discuss what we have learned from current neutrino

observations and the prospects for making progress on identifying the sources.
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
